Please ensure that all items of clothing are named.

Jewellery

Jewellery is not appropriate for safety reasons and should not be worn for school. The Essex County Council policy is
that NO earrings should be worn for P.E. Please ensure that your child does not wear them on the day their class has
P.E if they cannot remove them on their own. Small studs only are permitted at all other times. If your child wishes to
have their ears pierced over the summer break, please ensure that this is done early in the holidays so that the
earrings can be removed by the time they come back to school in September.

Hair
We advise that children with long hair have it tied back. Haircuts/colour that attract additional attention from other
children are not suitable for school and cause unwanted distractions often resulting in children becoming upset.

Shoes
Children should wear appropriate footwear for school which is comfortable and enables them to play outside safely.
Shoes, not trainers, are advised.
